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The Word says that we are epistles known and read of all men (2 Corinthians 3:2). God shows Himself to the world, 
through His children.

When God needed a man to go into covenant with, He looked and found Abram, and established a covenant between himself 
and Abram.

God added his name "H" and blessed Abraham and told him that he was to be a father of many nations, while Abraham and 
Sarah were childless.

God did this to prove his greatness in their lives, and gave them a son after 25 years of their believing on His promise.

God wanted to prove his existence to man, and had to use a man to do it. But the covenant with Abraham and his seed 
was limited, because God wanted all men to know about Him and his goodness and love, not only the children of Abraham. So, 
what did He do?

He said to Abraham, "In thy seed shall all nations be blessed." (Galatians 3:8)

The seed of Abraham, Yeshua hamashiach, Jesus the anointed, came and fulfilled the covenant with Abraham and Israel, and 
showed that it was good. Then he established a new covenant in his blood, that would not be exclusive to the Jews and 
Israel, but that would be open to all men of all nations.

So now all men can become children of God just like Abraham's seed. The Jewish people, who are the seed of Abraham, are 
the natural proof of God's existence in the earth today, and that is why they are so hated and constantly under the threat of 
genocide. That is why every believer should fulfill Psalm 122:6: "Pray for the peace of Jerusalem, they shall prosper that 
love thee."

In other words, we can see there is a blessing side to serving God and blessing Israel. Abraham and his seed were blessed by 
God over and over when they obeyed His Word. But there is also a persecution side to serving God. Israel and the true 
Ecclesia are persecuted in the earth today. "All that will live Godly in Christ shall suffer persecution." (2 Timothy 3:12)

Satan does not want the nations to know God. He does not want you to serve God or believe His word, because when you do, 
you prove that God is real and exists. The more we believe God and honor Him with our faith, the stronger His voice will 
be in the earth, through our lives.

Just like Abraham, "Who was strong in Faith giving glory to God, being fully persuaded that what Jehovah God had 
promised, He was able also to perform." (Romans 4:20-21)

Prove that God exists today by believing and acting on His Word!
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
