Let us confess these truths out loud:��

I Have the Faith of God!

And Jesus answering saith unto them, Have faith in God. For verily I say unto you, That whosoever shall say unto this 
mountain, Be thou removed, and be thou cast into the sea; and shall not doubt in his heart, but shall believe that those things 
which he saith shall come to pass; he shall have whatsoever he saith. Therefore I say unto you, What things so ever ye desire, 
when ye pray, believe that ye receive them, and ye shall have them. And when ye stand praying, forgive, if ye have ought 
against any: that your Father also which is in heaven may forgive you your trespasses. But if ye do not forgive, neither will your 
Father which is in heaven forgive your trespasses.

Mark 11:22-26
Yeshua (Jesus) said that he has given me His Faith, and he told me how to use it by speaking to the problem and 
believing that he heard me when I prayed. I have God's Faith!

I have the spirit of faith!

To all that have presented their bodies a living sacrifice to the Lord, He has given a measure of His faith.

I have a measure of faith!

I have faith as a fruit of the Spirit that dwells in me!

But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness, goodness, Faith, meekness, temperance. 
Galatians 5:22-23
